2007 NCAA DIVISION III MIDWEST CROSS COUNTRY CHAMPIONSHIP

The University of Wisconsin Oshkosh Sports Medicine Staff would like to welcome all competitors to this year’s NCAA Division III Midwest Cross Country Championship to be held at Lake Breeze Golf Course. The following information pertains to athletic training and medical coverage for the championship. 

· All practice and pre-championship day treatments will be given at the main Sports Medicine Facility located in the Kolf Sports Center on the UW Oshkosh campus. The Sports Medicine Facility will be open from 11:00 am-6:00 pm on Friday, November 9th and from 8:00 am- 9:30 am on Saturday, November 10th. Any athlete needing modalities must have a signed letter from their Certified Athletic Trainer or Team Physician stating the parameters of the treatment to be rendered. 

· The Kolf Sports Medicine Facility is supplied with electrical muscle stim, ultrasound, combination stim/ US, intermittent compression, hot packs, ice and whirlpools. 

· ONLY taping procedures will be performed at the golf course both on the practice and competition days.

· Ice, water and cups will be provided at the golf course both on the practice and competition days. 

· A medical evaluation area will be set up in the golf pro shop. 

· Each team is responsible for bringing a fully stocked medical kit along with insurance and emergency contact information.

· Licensed Athletic Trainer’s and Athletic Training Students will be available at the golf course on practice day. 

· Ambulance, a Nurse Practitioner, Licensed Athletic Trainer’s and Athletic Training Students will be available at the golf course on competition day. 

· Mercy Medical Center will provide emergency needs during the championship. MMC is located in Oshkosh, approximately 20 minutes from Lake Breeze Golf Course. 

· If you have any special needs or requests, please notify Wade Peitersen, Head Athletic Trainer, and all efforts will be made to accompany your request.
