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Meet Information

1-No team scores will be kept.

2-Meet is open to college and post-collegiate athletes only, no high school athletes.

3-College team entry fee:  $150 per team per gender or $15 per athlete whichever is less.

4-Open or unattached or club team entry fee:  $15 per athlete, no team rate.

5-For all throwing events the minimum measurement will be the NCAA DIII provisional mark for that event.  In the long jump and the triple jump, one legal jump will be measured but subsequent jumps must be greater than the NCAA DIII provisional standard for measurement.

6-For all running events the women will go first and the fast section will go last.

7-Online entry will be at www.pttiming.com and the entries will close on Sunday, May 14 at 5 p.m.  With PT Timing you do not have to declare anything, simply put athletes into their events.  Print a copy of your summary for your records.  When the deadline passes for entries at 5 p.m. on May 14, all athletes entered are then put into the meet.
Entry Fee/Hip Number Process (Very important meet day information)

1-Entry fee collection will be in the press box at the stadium.  Please note the following entry fee deadline:  Field event entry fee must be paid by 5pm on May 15, if not paid the athlete will be scratched.  For running events entry fee must be paid by 6pm on May 15, if not paid the athlete will be scratched.  There will be no exceptions to this process.

2-Hip numbers will be distributed from the press box.  This will serve as the check-in and clerking process.  Athletes can get their hip number(s) at any time.  It would be a good idea to do this at least 30 minutes prior to their event.  For relays, only the anchor athlete needs to have a hip number.  Athletes are responsible for knowing which heat and which lane they are in for each event.  There will be limited clerking at the start line area.  An athlete will not be able to start any race without the correct hip number.
